Procedural Hearing - 7th March 2008 
Edinburgh High Court 
Megrahi's Second Appeal 

There will be a procedural hearing in this case at 10am at the High Court in Edinburgh tomorrow the 7th of March 2008. 

We have now been advised that the Court is going to issue a decision, at the start of the hearing, on the public interest immunity debate which we have referred to previously.   When the Court convenes the Judges will set out the terms of their decision from the bench.  A copy of their written opinion will be passed to all legal representatives at the hearing and we will circulate it to you either via a link to the Scottish Courts Service website or as a scanned pdf document.  Dependent upon the outcome of the decision there may follow discussions about the procedure the Court will follow in relation to the petition for recovery of documents.

The Court will then address the other matters for which the procedural hearing was set.  

The Court are likely to discuss the following issues: 

· Timetabling of future hearings; 

· The use of technology during the appeal hearing; and 

· The safe passage of the appellant from Scotland to Libya in the event he is acquitted following the appeal. 

We will provide you with a full note of the proceedings, as well as details of the next steps, as soon as we can.
